2021 Show Conditions and Information

Entries
1.	 Refunds: A vet certificate or medical certificate must be provided prior to commencement of the show (Tuesday 7.00 am) before any 

requests for refunds will be considered. There will be no substitutes.
2.	 RA Membership: All riders in RA-approved (sanctioned) competition and all owners listed on a horse’s RA license (including business 

entities) must be RA members in good standing. Attach copies of current RA Membership Card(s) (or confirmation) to the entry form. 
3.	 Horse Competition License: A clear copy of the horse’s RA or NRHA competition license MUST accompany the entry form of all horses 

in RA-approved (sanctioned) Classes. Transfers of ownership must take place prior to the closing date of entries. Owners can provide 
confirmation that this has occurred. See below for non-sanctioned class conditions. 

4.	 Eligibility: It is the rider’s responsibility to ensure they are eligible for classes entered. Ineligibility lists for RA sanctioned classes and 
accumulated points for RA Green Rider can be downloaded from the RA website. See below for non-sanctioned class conditions.

5.	 Concurrent Classes: Horses that are entered for multiple events in concurrently run classes will only have one run and the score will 
count for all events. Competitors will therefore pay one judge’s fee and one video fee.

6.	 Snaffle Bit Class: The Snaffle Bit/Hackamore class is for 3-year-old horses to be ridden two-handed in a snaffle bit or hackamore only.
7.	 Derbies: The Derbies are open to 5-, 6-, 7- and 8-year-old horses. To enter the Intermediate Level 3 and Limited Level 2 Divisions within 

the Open Derby, a horse and rider combination must be nominated in the Open Level 4 Derby. To enter the Intermediate Level 3 and 
Limited Level 2 Divisions within the Non Pro Derby, a horse and rider combination must be nominated in the Non Pro Level 4 Derby.

8.	 Open Futurity: The Open Futurity is for 4-year-old horses to be ridden one-handed in a bridle. To enter the Intermediate Level 3 and 
Limited Level 2 Divisions within the Open Futurity, a horse and rider combination must be nominated in the Open Level 4 Futurity.
Non Pro Futurity: The Non Pro Futurity is for 4-year-old horses to be ridden one-handed in a bridle. To enter the Intermediate Level 3 
and Limited Level 2 Divisions in the Non Pro Futurity, a horse and rider combination must be nominated in the Non Pro Level 4 Futurity.

9.	 Michelle Halliwell Open Ladies Class: This class may be ridden one-handed or two-handed in any legal horse headgear.
10.	 RA Green Riders: Those entering the Green Rider class must be registered with the RA Green Rider Program and must present their RA 

Green Rider Card. You must also be a member of an Affiliate Club. Riders may enter only Level 1 or Level 2 but not both. See the RA 
website for Green Rider Program conditions. There is no judge’s fee for RA Green Rider classes.

11.	 Para Reining: Para equestrians are not required to present a medical certificate unless they wish to compete in other non-sanctioned or 
sanctioned classes using compensating aids, e.g., whips or crops. Other general class rules will apply in these classes. Para equestrians 
must be members of RA with a minimum level of registration with the RA Green Rider Program. 

12.	 Freestyle: Competitors must supply their own music (USB or CD) to be in the hands of the announcer by 4:00 pm Thursday 13th May. 
Read the rules of freestyle when preparing for this event, and especially note the compulsory manoeuvres.

13.	 Late Entries: Late entries to classes will be accepted for horses already nominated by 22nd April, 2021. A new and separate late entry 
form must be completed correctly, and include copies of documents not already lodged with the Show Secretary, together with a 
record of payment. Submit late entries to the Show Office not later than 4.00 pm the evening prior to the commencement of the class. 
Incorrect or incomplete entries will not be accepted. Late-entered horses will run first.

14.	 Equipment Checks: In all RA-approved classes with added monies of $500 or below (in a concurrent class set, the threshold applies to 
the highest added money offered), a random equipment check by the chair judge is permitted. It is recommended at least three horses 
in each class are checked, selected by the chair judge when each horse is finished with the pattern. Any horse, at any time may be 
stopped by the chair judge in the event of abuse or unsafe conditions.  

15.	 All sanctioned classes will be run in accordance with Reining Australia rules.
16.	 QRHA will retain 50% of the entry fee including jackpot classes.
17.	 Management reserves the right to alter the schedule of events once final entry numbers are known.
18.	 Please notify the Show Secretary as early as possible of an intention to scratch a horse from a class.
19.	 The working order will be posted each morning at least one hour before classes commence. Make sure to check updated draws, as 

there may be changes to the order printed in the program due to late entries and scratchings.

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Non-sanctioned events held on Tuesday and Wednesday
20.	 Minimum membership requirement for competitors in non-sanctioned Reining events is membership of QRHA OR a club affiliated 

with RA (e.g., SQRHA) OR RA membership (full or Green Rider).
21.	 A Junior Horse is 5 years of age and under. A Senior Horse is 6 years of age and over. Horses in Reining classes must be at least 3 years 

of age at 1st August 2020.
22.	 There is no Video Fee for Tuesday’s and Wednesday’s classes.
23.	 An RA license is NOT required for horses entered in non-sanctioned events. There are no restrictions on ownership of horses. 
24.	 Riders may use one or two hands on the reins or change at any time during the run in a non-sanctioned class. The rider may hold the 

reins in any fashion when changing from two- to one-handed or one- to two-handed. Any legal headgear for the horse is allowed. 
25.	 Western tack and attire is not compulsory in non-sanctioned classes. Competitors must wear a hat or helmet, a long-sleeved shirt and 

appropriate riding footwear.
26.	 Reining plus Ranch Riding competitors must be members of RA (full or Green Rider) AND QRHA (or other RA Affiliated Club).  

Competitors entered in Ranch Riding only must be members of QRHA.
27.	 Beginner Rider/Beginner Youth classes (Reining and Ranch Riding) are restricted to riders who have not won more than 3 Reining 

events or Ranch Riding events (sanctioned/non sanctioned) as at 1st January 2021. 
28.	 Open Ranch Riding will be conducted according to AQHA rules

Arena management and facility fees
29.	 Open Pen: Maximum number of horses in the QSEC Main Arena is 16. Maximum number of horses in Arena 2 during open pen is 16. 

Left circles are at the gate end, right circles at the far end; circles first 30 minutes of the hour, stops second 30 minutes.  
RA Warm-Up/Schooling policy applies.

30.	 Schedule: The Main Arena will be open on Friday from 2:00 pm to 10:00 pm and then on the “all night” schedule from Saturday. A 
clinic will occupy the Main Arena from 8:00 am to 5:00 pm on Saturday and Sunday. Arena 2 will be open from Saturday at 6:00 am.

31.	 Paid Warm Ups: Monday 10th May from 7:00 am to 10:00 pm; Futurity and Derby horses will be given priority for night time slots. An 
additional set of paid warm ups for Futurity horses only is scheduled on Friday following the Derby.
We will accommodate preferred times where possible. A horse and rider combination will be allocated 10 minutes.

32.	 Office Fee: The office fee of $45 includes the compulsory QSEC Facility Fee of $5.00 charged per horse by QSEC.
33.	 Facility/Open Pen Fee: The facility/open pen fee of $15 per day applies to all horses from the day a horse arrives at the grounds until 

the last day of the show, or the date of departure. The maximum charge is $90.

Stabling and camping
34.	 Competitors may bump in from Friday, 7th May. The stabling of horses will take priority over tack rooms. 
35.	 QRHA cannot accept horses that are not competing.
36.	 All stables must be left clean and completely empty of bedding for the bond to be returned. 

QRHA recommends that competitors take a photographic record of their stable(s) before leaving the grounds. 
QRHA will lock a cleaned stable on request. 

37.	 Dogs must be kept at campsites. No dogs are allowed in the grandstand, marshalling area or near food preparation areas.  
All dog droppings must be picked up, especially in the stable area.

38.	 No smoking in the Main Arena grandstand. Please use designated smoking areas.
39.	 No BYO alcohol is allowed into the Main Arena, as this is a licensed area. No glass is permitted on the entire QSEC site, including the 

stables and campground. ONLY CANS AND PLASTIC BOTTLES ARE PERMITTED. 

Housekeeping and safety
40.	 All Youth riders aged 13 years and under MUST wear an approved safety helmet at all times whilst mounted. Refer to the RA Youth 

Helmet policy. QRHA encourages all Youth 18 years and under to wear an approved safety helmet.
PLEASE NOTE: Non-competing children may NOT sit on horses or be held in the arms of a mounted person. 

41.	 Youth aged 18 years and under may not ride or handle any stallion. Refer to RA Youth Riding Stallions policy. 
42.	 During the show, QRHA committee members will wear Hi-Vis vests. Any queries, concerns or grievances must be addressed ONLY to 

Hi-Vis committee members. Two committee members (plus the RA Show Representative, if appropriate) must be present to address 
grievances, e.g., animal welfare problems or reports of unsportsmanlike conduct.  
Grievances may require lodgment of written details. 

43.	 Animal Welfare: Reining Australia rules mandate that all members adhere to the RA Code of Conduct policy. Members acknowledge 
and accept that at all stages during the preparation and training of competition horses, the welfare of the horse will be paramount.

44.	 Unsportsmanlike conduct will not be tolerated. Unsportsmanlike conduct shall be defined as any action of disrespect, 
misrepresentation, false statement, deceit or fraud directed to judges, show management, the Show Representative, or other 
exhibitors. A report of any conduct of this nature will be conveyed to RA through the Show Representatives Report.

45.	 Any accident or injury to a person should be reported to the QRHA committee.
46.	 Sponsors are encouraged to participate in presentations and are requested to wear appropriate footwear in the Main Arena.
47.	 We recommend that children and visitors should wear sturdy footwear when interacting with horses.  
48.	 All riders (mounted persons) on the grounds must have RA or Affiliate Club membership to be covered by insurance.  

All competing riders are required to be a member of at least one Affiliate Club. 
49.	 All competitors riding on the grounds must have saddle and bridle and correct footwear at all times. 
50.	 No rider may ride a horse under the influence of alcohol. No consumption of alcohol is allowed in the arena or the warm up areas.
51.	 A round pen for lunging horses is available in the stable area at QSEC. Lunging of horses is only to take place in the round pen. 
52.	 Only competitors, trainer(s) and strappers will be allowed in the marshalling area.
53.	 Failure to display your horse’s show number can result in a $25 fine to the rider. Pin the horse’s number to your saddle pad on the 

left-hand side. 
54.	 During presentations for RA-approved classes, all competitors/handlers must be dressed in appropriate western attire including 

western hat. Competitors/handlers must be astride in the line-up.
